Guest vocalists, trumpeters, saxophonists, flutists, guitarists, pianists, drummers and percussionists integrated their instruments and voices to present many jazz favorites including standards like “Stormy Monday”, “Autumn Leaves”, “Lover Man” and “Song for my Father”. The drummers and percussionists united to perform a rousing set as well. About 60 people attended the inaugural Jam Session, and everyone including the musicians, had a great time. Everyone that I talked to sincerely expressed their delight and appreciation for the session.”
The monthly Jazz Jams are open to the public and offer a unique opportunity for jazz musicians of all ages and skill levels each third Sunday from 6 to 9PM.  Musicians participate as performers and enjoy other skilled jazz musicians in action.  Audience members enjoy great jazz music from a variety of performers in a relaxed atmosphere. The Jazz Jam Sessions are a great venue for jazz music in a no smoking/no alcohol venue that is comfortable for performers and audience members of all ages and offers professional artists, college and high school musicians a venue to perform together. The House Band provides keyboard, drum set, amplifiers, mikes and a rhythm section for sit in musicians.  Admission is only $5 and soft drinks, teas, juices and healthy snacks are available for purchase. 
Sunday evening Jazz Jam Sessions are a new addition to ballet tech cincinnati’s wide variety of family oriented programming in its new Kennedy Heights Headquarters.  Other programming includes community dance classes: Leaping for Literacy Dialogic Reading Workshops in partnership with Success by Six Shared Reading Initiative; “Dance it Out” sessions where children depict the stories they have read in dance, Movement Discovery, Mommy & Me, Tap and Ballet for children, African Drumming and Dancing, Martial Arts, Hip Hop, Youth Dance, Jazz, Tap, Beginning and Advanced Ballet and Latin Dance for tweens, teens and adults.
