Effective immediately, the organization will operate with a new name, ballet tech cincinnati. It has moved from the far north suburbs into the Kennedy Heights neighborhood of the City of Cincinnati.  A strategic collaboration with the Kennedy Heights Arts Center was also announced. The two organizations will create new arts programming to serve Kennedy Heights, Amberly Village, Pleasant Ridge, Silverton and the surrounding neighborhoods.  ballet tech cincinnati dancers will perform at upcoming Kennedy Heights Arts Center events, such as Winterfest on December 1, 2006 and upcoming art exhibition openings. 
“The Kennedy Heights Arts Center is absolutely thrilled about our collaboration with ballet tech cincinnati and the additional performing arts opportunities that will be readily available to our residents and visitors” said Richard Cooke, President of the KHAC board. “We now look forward to being able to enhance the quality of life in our neighboring Cincinnati communities, through the performing arts as well as the visual and literary arts.  We warmly welcome our new friends to Kennedy Heights.”

Marvel Gentry Davis, President of the Board and Executive Producer of ballet tech cincinnati commented, “The move into the city is a big move for us, and something that was on our strategic plan for a couple of years.  We are delighted to work with the Kennedy Heights Arts Center to bring dance and other arts programming to Kennedy Heights and the surrounding neighborhoods and look forward to making a phenomenal community impact with classes, literacy programming, family events and performances very soon. We believe that our new location and our collaboration with Kennedy Heights Arts Center will help us make dance more accessible to the entire community and engage many new dancers in our performances.”

The dance company, which presents a season series of excellent, diverse and innovative dance performances as a resident company at downtown Cincinnati’s premier venue, the 
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Aronoff Center, and about a dozen community performances all over the Tri-State area, opened its 6th season in September with a well-received production of La Sylphide at the Aronoff Center. This season, ballet tech cincinnati has presented community performances at Everything that Moves for Enjoy the Arts’ 20 Days/20 Nights celebration, The Freedom Center’s Freedom to Dance Young Professionals Event and most recently, Dance Along Nutcracker on Sunday, November 12th at Dayton Mall. Other holiday community performances will feature Nutcracker Excerpts at Newport on the Levee and Tower Place Mall. The company is working on a new project, Dialogues for Two, for the Fine Arts Sampler Weekend in February 2007.  Dialogues for Two will feature duets by several local choreographers and include various dance styles and music. This season’s Aronoff productions include the Leaping for Literacy production of Made in America, a journey through time and across our nation with inspiring stories of courageous American youth on May 4-5, 2007 and the Gala of International Ballet Stars featuring the best dancers, best companies, best choreography on August 11, 2007.
ballet tech cincinnati board treasurer, Janel Carroll states, “I believe the move to Cincinnati … only improves the organization's ability to achieve its mission. I am excited about the company's ability to draw a larger audience, more dancers and make a more significant community impact. The mission of ballet tech cincinnati is to educate, entertain and inspire by providing diverse and innovative performances that have a phenomenal community impact. Founded in 1997, ballet tech cincinnati is a non-profit 501 (C ) (3) organization located in Kennedy Heights. ballet tech ohio cincinnati opened its sixth Season Series of major dance programs as a resident company at the Aronoff Center and presents about a dozen community performances each year to provide Greater Cincinnati with a new venue for high quality dance performances featuring pre-professional and professional dancers featuring classical and contemporary repertoire, folk dances and a wide variety of artists, dance styles and music.  Dance 2 Community Kids community outreach program engages sponsor companies and individuals to partner with us to introduce youth from underserved communities to dance and the Aronoff Center to expand the audience for the arts and downtown Cincinnati venues.  Over 1000 children have attended ballets in this outreach.  Each year, the Leaping for Literacy Project includes a spring production based on beloved children’s stories to entertain families with children of all ages.  This project also includes Cincinnati Arts Association Artists on Tour performances in area schools, free outreach performances in area libraries and bookstores, a poster and poetry contest, and a book giveaway to promote family literacy.  Last season, we served over 10,000 audience members, double the audience for the 2004-2005 season.  We have the most diverse audience of any Cincinnati area presenter, and we are the only company that presents guest companies, an international Gala, and preprofessional dancers as part of our season series.
